mouth, ears, and the brain 

 

lamp noun  

a device for giving light esp. one with a covering that 
the light shines through or around 

 

pajamas plural noun  

clothes worn in bed, consisting of a loosely fitting shirt 
and pants 



 

pillow noun 

a cloth bag filled with feathers or soft artificial fibers, 
esp. one that supports a person’s head while resting or
